Criteria for Applications
DEFINITION: A project can be an event, an activity or an opportunity.

Rules for making grants

1. Applications must come from a group of 3 or more young people.  Individuals can apply on behalf of groups.

2. Young people aged 13-19 can apply (applications can include young people who are 11/12 or up to 25, but priority will be given to 13-19 year olds, except in the case of young people with specific needs).

3. Young people applying must all live within West Sussex.

4. Young people can ask for support from an adult when completing the form.   If the form is written by an adult, the application must say why this has been done.

5. Applications must meet one or more of the Every Child Matters outcomes:

Be Healthy, Enjoying and Achieving, Achieving Economic Wellbeing, Making a Positive Contribution, or Stay Safe.  Please see the examples on the application form/notes (Part B).

6. Groups must name an adult contact in a properly constituted and recognised organisation so that the cheque can be paid to this organisation and the money held by them. Organisations may be asked to produce evidence of a Child Protection Policy, a Health and Safety Policy an Equality of Opportunity Policy.

7. Projects must promote a positive image of young people, equal opportunities and must not discriminate against others.

8. Applications will not be accepted for projects which contain anything illegal or unsafe.

9. Feedback must be given about how the project has gone within the specified time (to be agreed by the grant-making panel).

10.The project may be visited by someone from the grant-making panel whilst the project is taking place or afterwards to obtain further feedback.

11.In addition to feedback, projects are also required to return monitoring forms when the project is completed, one from the supporting adult and one from each of the young people on the bidding group.
